The minutes from the previous meeting were approved as 
read. The treasurer’s report was approved as shown on the attached copy. Following the 
treasurer’s report the 2007 budget was presented and approved by the company. 
 
MEMBERSHIP: 
Erin Kinsey and Eric Kinsey were accepted as associate members. Michelle Bomgardner was 
accepted on 90 day probation as a firefighter giving us 68 members with 3 on probation. 
 
CHIEF’S REPORT: 
Chief Nolt reported 27 calls for January and 3 so far for February giving us 30 for the year. 
Everyone was thanked for their help at the working fires on Hawk Lane and Stone Quarry Road. 
A year end report will be given to the township on 2/26.A thank you card was received from the 
Nickel Mine School board for the fire police assistance at their incident. A fund raising event 
was held by the CV Firefighters Club and we received a check for $23.15.Captain Hursh went 
over the next level of the vehicle rescue training. He also talked about driver training and Zone 
training.

The next Zone meeting is February 12th at Station 3-11.The Zone 3 banquet will be March 17th at 
Station 3-10, see the Chief for tickets.

OLD BUSINESS: 
Captain Van Marter reported he received three cases of donated paper from Breneman Printing. 
He is working on getting things printed for the first fund drive mailing which should go out by 
the end of the month. There will be a sale mailing with the fund drive. The first sale meeting will 
be 2/7.He reported on a grant seminar he and President Lamb attended at the training center.  It 
was a very informative program and a lot of new information was learned.  A grant application 
was submitted to the local Wal-Mart after finding out they give out $1,000 a month per store. 
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TRUSTEES:  
Steve Geib reported Rugbeaters did the floor and the crack in the floor by the restrooms was 
repaired. The exterior light out back was repaired and the light out front is still being worked on. 
They are still looking into a door bell system. The Lions Club sign out front was repaired. Door 
sweeps have been installed on the doors from the Engine room to the ladies work room. Tom 
Bashore reported on the updates he has made to the website. Also all data will be kept on the 
new server when it’s installed and it will be backed up daily. He reported he has found a 
company that sells software to volunteer organizations for a discounted price. He will be able to 
get over a $1,000 worth of software for about $200 but in order to do this we must change our 
tax exempt status. Once this software is purchased he will begin networking the computers. It 
was approved by the company to order 200 of the new patches from Leading Edge Embroidery 
in Manheim. 
 
NEW BUSINESS: 
It was reported Lydia Shirk will be retiring from the ladies auxiliary in June. She will continue to 
organize the quilting. Also Sarah Stoltzfus will be retiring as janitor after the sale. A thank you 
letter was received from Randy Gockley for our assistance at the 5-1 incident.  Changes have 
been made to the rear compartment of the Engine.  The hydrant assist valve is no longer there 
and the float dock strainer is now up by the deck gun.  In the future everyone with computer 
access will be issued new passwords.  It was requested each member write down their password 
and place it in a sealed envelope to be locked in the file cabinet.
