The regular meeting of the West Earl Fire Company was brought to order on March 6th 2007 at 
7:08 PM by President Bob Lamb.  The minutes from the previous meeting were approved as 
read.  The treasurer’s report was approved as shown on the attached copy.  It was reported our 
2007 fund drive returns for the first week were $4,415. 
 
MEMBERSHIP: 
Dale Ebersole and Tom Bashore were accepted as associate members giving us 66 members with 
one on probation. 
 
CHIEF’S REPORT: 
Chief Nolt reported 30 calls for February and 7 so far for March giving us 64 for the year.  There 
will be a Zone 3 tone test on March 7th.The next county chiefs meeting is April 11th at LCPSTC, 
an update will be given on the 5-1 incident.  A report was given on the officers’ orientation 
weekend that our officers attended.  There will be a Tanker drill on March 24th at LCPSTC.  It 
was reported several nature codes have been changed by county, unconscious person AED has 
been changed to Cardiac Arrest Ideals public service calls will now be broken down into 
residential flooding or storm damage.  Station 3-11 did receive the county radio grant so we will 
be receiving a portion toward the purchase of new mobile radios.  The Township Supervisors 
approved a $52 EMS tax which will bring in about $130,000 per year; it is still being decided on 
how the money will be distributed.  Thank you cards were received for a public service call at 
Brownstown Turkey Hill and also from Lapp Electric for the Tanker assist to their building fire.  
The traffic light pre-empters will be installed on the apparatus on March 12th.We were contacted 
by Chief 3-5 in regards to a donation to the David Sauder memorial fund.  It was approved to 
donate a total of $2,000 from the disaster relief fund on behalf of both departments.  Also 
Captain Van Marter reported one quilt will be 
auctioned at the sale with the proceeds going to that fund as well.  The Engine will be assisting 
with the CV Firefighters Club on March 20th.The air packs will be flow tested by American 
LaFrance on March 21st. 
 
ZONE & COUNTY: 
The next Zone meeting is March 12th at Station 3-12. 
 
FIRE POLICE: 
The radiator and water pump were replaced on Traffic 3-13.We assisted with one non emergency 
event in Manheim Twp. 
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OLD BUSINESS: 
Captain Van Marter reported we should have a good amount of quilts for the sale and pictures 
will be on the website.  Also the website will be updated with sale information the rest of the 
month.  There is a possibility of the Vo-Tech building us a shed to sell at the sale and we may 
also be getting a used car to sell.  Receiving hours will be 3/28 5-9, 3/29 12-9 and 3/30 9-9.It was 
decided to have Deputy 4-10 write our FEMA grant for air packs once again this year.  Tom 
Bashore reported he is in the process of rebuilding the new computer.  He also advised our tax 
exempt status must be changed to 501C3 before he can purchase any discounted software.  The 
website is being updated almost daily, contact Tom with any questions or concerns you may 
have.  All photos posted to the website will have our copyright.  The house siren is not working 
again; the trustees will look into a new control box.  Barry Gehman asked that we recognize 
Lydia Shirk and Sarah Stoltzfus for their years of service to the company.  He will be coming up 
with ideas for what the company wants to do. 
 
NEW BUSINESS: 
It was approved by the company to have our new emblem put on the Engine and Tanker by 
Eckert Signs at a cost not to exceed $300.President Lamb is getting prices from Steffy Printing 
on Zooks Mill Road for stationary, envelopes, thank you cards and business cards with our new 
letterhead.  It was approved to install a new bulletin board at the entrance to the social hall to 
advertise fire company events.
