The regular meeting of the West Earl Fire Company was called to order on May 1st 2007 at 7:06 
PM by President Bob Lamb.  West Earl Township Supervisor Richard Horst was recognized as a 
guest and the meeting was then turned over to representatives from the Bank of Lancaster 
County to make a fifteen minute presentation to the company.  The minutes from the previous 
meeting were approved as read.  The treasurer’s report was approved as shown on the attached 
copy. 
 
MEMBERSHIP: 
Michele Bomgardner was accepted as a Firefighter giving us 66 members. 
 
CHIEF’S REPORT: 
Chief Nolt reported 14 calls for April giving us 95 for the year.  The kids’ safety expo will be 
May 5th at Brownstown Elementary.  Anyone interested in helping at Fire Expo see Engineer 
Haverstick.  The County Convention will be at Neffsville, the company decided not to send any 
apparatus.  There will be a meeting between our chiefs and the chiefs from Station 1-15 on May 
8th.  It was reported that Lloyd Martin has been suspended from the company for six months.  
Captain Van Marter reminded everyone to make sure the portables are charging when they are 
placed back on the apparatus.  There will be a structural burn training at the training center on 
May 19th with Station 1-15.It was reported there has been some speaker problems with several 
pagers. 
 
ZONE & COUNTY: 
The next Zone meeting is May 14th at Station 3-14 
 
FIRE POLICE: 
Two events were worked in April and we will be assisting with three events in May.  A 
discussion was held on the bike race that was held on Saturday April 28th.  The Township will be 
made aware of our concerns. 
 
OLD BUSINESS:   
The trustees will be purchasing a new $88 pulley assembly for the flag pole; it was also approved 
to purchase a brass eagle for the top of the flag pole at a cost of $90.  It was approved to 
purchase new door hardware for all three doors in the Social Hall and Kitchen from Zimmerman 
Brothers Construction at a cost of $2,397.It was also approved to purchase six wet floor signs 
from Cleanline Enterprises in Rothsville at a cost of $54.  It was announced that Michelle 
Bomgardner will be taking over Social Hall rentals and Paul S. Frymyer was hired as the new 
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janitor at a salary of $250 a month.  Approval was given by the company for the Truck 
Committee to spend up to $100,000 on a new Squad.  Captain Van Marter reported the FEMA 
grant for new SCBA’S and a fill station is being worked on and it will be submitted by the end of 
the week.  He also advised that the molding in the basement will be going to Wolgemuth’s 
Auction soon so any members that are interested in any should get what they want.  It was 
reported that the 501 C3 Tax status change is still being worked on.  Also Tom Bashore will be 
rebuilding the former shelter computer.  A thank you card was read from Sarah Stoltzfus for the 
gift certificate she was given.  It was approved to order 50 new license plates from Eckert Signs.  
We will be looking into a new company for patches.  The two hydrant connection adapters that 
were ordered are in service. 
 
NEW BUSINESS: 
We will be looking into appointing a fund raising committee consisting of members from the 
company and members from the auxiliary.  It was reported the gas powered pressure washer 
needs a new pump, prices will be gotten.  President Lamb reported on a community fair to be 
held at Heart of Lancaster Regional Medical Center on Saturday May 19th.  They have a Decon 
Equipment Trailer that will be on display that is available for use to all Lancaster County 
Emergency Service Organizations.  Our first chicken barbeque will be held on May 12th.
