The regular meeting of the West Earl Fire Company was called to order on June 5th 2007 at 7:04 
PM by Vice President Rick Haverstick.  The minutes from the previous meeting were approved 
as read.  The Treasurer’s report was approved as shown on the attached copy. 
 
MEMBERSHIP: 
Terry Theal was accepted on a 90 day probation as a Firefighter.  Doug Herr and Gregory Kulan 
were accepted on a 90 day probation as Fire Police giving us 65 members with 3 on probation. 
 
CHIEF’S REPORT: 
Chief Nolt reported 22 calls for May and 2 so far for June giving us 119 for the year.  He thanked 
everyone for their help during a busy month which included two motorcycle accidents and three 
landing zones.  A thank you letter was received from the Lions Club for our help at the safety 
expo.  The Company will be at Oregon Dairy on Saturday September 8th from 9AM until 3PM 
for a fund raising event.  The AED is now in service on Engine 3-13-1.  On vehicle accident 
scenes it was asked that the Firefighters only wear their rescue gloves if they’re doing 
extrication. 
There will be a Tanker shuttle with Station 4-1 on Monday June 25th.  It was mentioned by 
Captain Van Marter That the Junior Firefighters should wait for the Senior Firefighters to get on 
the apparatus first. 
 
ZONE & COUNTY: 
The next Zone Meeting is June 11th at Station 3-1. 
 
FIRE POLICE: 
We will be assisting with three events in June. 
 
OLD BUSINESS: 
It was approved to order New Company Stationary and Envelopes from Express Printing at a 
cost of $736.  Dave Stoltzfus reported the pressure washer has been fixed.  Paul Frymyer 
reported on the Fund Raising Committee that is being formed between the Company and the 
Auxiliary and talked about what they hope to accomplish in regards to Fund Raising.  They will 
have their first meeting this month.  The new license plates and stickers are here.  Also two 
dozen of the new T-shirts arrived.  Sign up sheets will be on the board for the new shirt design as 
well as for company jackets.  Paul Frymyer reported he took an inventory of the old shirts in the 
basement and he has volunteered to handle all sales of the old shirts as well as the new shirts and 
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also patches.  We will be putting these items for sale on our website with Paul as the contact 
person.  The new patches should be arriving in the next few weeks. 
 
NEW BUSINESS: 
It was approved to assist the Auxiliary in buying an Ice Machine capable of making 350 lbs of 
ice at a cost not to exceed $1,800.
