The regular meeting of the West Earl Fire Company was called to order on July 3rd 2007 at 7:01 
PM by President Bob Lamb.  The minutes from the previous meeting were approved as read.  
The treasurer’s report was approved as shown on the attached copy. 
 
MEMBERSHIP: 
Dale Mellinger was accepted on a 90 day probation as a Firefighter giving us 65 members with 4 
on probation. 
 
CHIEF’S REPORT: 
Deputy Chief Stoltzfus reported 28 calls for June giving us 146 for the year.  Upcoming training 
is posted including a Foam training with Station 2-7 at our station on 7/10.  Captain Van Marter 
went over the interior lay out of the Fairmount Home Complex on Wheat Ridge Drive.  The first 
floor wings are lettered A through D and the second floor wings are E through H.  The print out 
of the alarm will be at the second floor nurses station.  Also the attic hatches are in the stairwells 
at the end of the halls.  Deputy Chief Stoltzfus mentioned if we get an automatic alarm to D&E 
on Industrial Road there are several buildings with alarms so make sure you know which 
building you’re going to. 
 
ZONE & COUNTY: 
The next Zone meeting is July 9th at Station 3-2. 
  
FIRE POLICE: 
3 events were worked in June and we are assisting with one event in July which is tonight in 
Lititz Borrower also received a $600 donation for the April bike race. 
 
OLD BUSINESS: 
It was reported that form 1023 has been submitted to the IRS for the 501 C3 TAX ID change and 
we should hear back within 60 days.  Paul Frymyer reported the renewal of the kitchen license 
has been taken care of.  Also the house siren has been taken down and it’s being checked to see 
if it can be repaired.  The new ice machine is here however it needs some additional materials 
before it can be hooked up.  The second fund drive mailing for the year should go out by the end 
of the month.  Paul Frymyer reported 330 of the new patches arrived and for each member to see 
him to get one, it will be $5.00 for additional patches.  A fire company store will be put on our 
website later this month with all old and new items for sale.  Paul also reported on upcoming 
events for the fund raising committee.  There will be a boot drive at Sonic on 7/6 & 7/7 to benefit 
the Charleston South Carolina Firefighters.  The Fire Company picnic will be held at Talmage 
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Park on 7/31 at 5PM.  There will be an all you can eat Spaghetti Dinner here on Saturday August 
4th beginning at 4 PM.  There will be a yard sale here on Saturday September 1st with 60 stands.  
The new bulletin board is up out front.  Deputy Chief Stoltzfus gave a report on the Truck 
committee.  The committee met with representatives from Reading Truck Equipment as well as 
the Ford Dealership to start the process of specing out a new Squad.  The proposed vehicle 
would have a Ford F550 chassis with an 11ft.custom Reading body.  We now have to wait to get 
the specs and pricing back and go over final details before the vehicle can be ordered.  Tom 
Bashore reported he continues to update the website weekly.  If anyone has any questions 
regarding the site please contact him.  Any additional work with the computers is still on hold 
until he can get the required software.  We will save approximately $2,000 on software once we 
are 501 C3.  Dave Stoltzfus reported the furnace and roof top units were serviced.  It was 
reported the Blitz Fire is now mounted on back of the Engine.  
 
NEW BUSINESS: 
President Lamb reported on some bogus emails we received addressed from Bank of Lancaster 
County.  He did contact the Bank and they are aware of the problem.  We received a letter from 
D&E with a donation check of $300 and also a request to let them know if we have any other 
projects that they could assist with.
