The regular meeting of the West Earl Fire Company was called to order on August 7th 2007 at 
7:04 PM by President Bob Lamb.  West Earl Township Supervisor Richard Horst was 
recognized as a guest.  The minutes from the previous meeting were approved with one 
correction.  The treasurer’s report was approved as shown on the attached copy. 
 
MEMBERSHIP: 
Paul S. Frymyer was accepted on a 90 day probation as Fire Police giving us 65 members with 4 
on probation. 
 
CHIEF’S REPORT: 
Chief Nolt reported 21 calls for July and 5 so far for August giving us 171 for the year.  Thank 
you cards were received from Station 2-10 for our help at the barn fire on East Millport Road and 
also from Ambulance 2-10 for our assistance at on vehicle accident on Rt.222.  A thank you card 
was also received from a citizen who was involved in a vehicle accident at Main & State Sts. 
Everyone was reminded to take it easy on calls during the hot weather.  Captain Hursh went over 
upcoming training and then presented the proposal for the new squad from the squad committee 
to the company as shown on the attached copy.  The unit will be a 2008 Ford F550 with an 11 ft. 
Reading ultimate body.  It was approved by the company to move ahead with the purchase of the 
new squad.  Captain Van Marter reported $749 was raised at the Sonic boot drive for the 
Charleston SC. Firefighters, we will add $1.00 to the total and send them $750. 
 
ZONE & COUNTY: 
The next Zone meeting is August 13th at Station 3-2 
 
FIRE POLICE: 
We received a $500 donation for the Brownstown Bike Race and a $75 donation from Lititz 
Borough.  We’ll be assisting with two events in August, one in Lititz Borough and one in West 
Earl Township. 
 
OLD BUSINESS: 
Captain Van Marter reported we received a new paper cutter for the station as an anonymous 
donation.  A label maker has been ordered.  It was approved by the company to purchase two 
cartridges of black on yellow industrial tape at a cost not to exceed $50.  The generator has now 
been hooked up to the fuel tank.  We will be working on getting volume controls in each room 
for the speakers.  The house siren will be checked to see if it was struck by lightning and if so the 
insurance company will replace it.  The second fund drive mailing will go out this month.  We 
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have the Oregon Dairy event on 9/8 from 09:00 until 15:00.  Paul Frymyer gave the fund raising 
committee report which included the spaghetti dinner as shown on the attached copy. 
 
NEW BUSINESS: 
We were contacted by Oregon dairy in regards to a skid and a half of leftover charcoal that they 
would sell us for $9.00 a bag.  It was approved by the company to buy it all for that price.
