The regular meeting of the West Earl Fire Company was called to order on October 2nd 2007 at 
7:06 PM by President Bob Lamb.  The minutes from the previous meeting were approved as 
read.  The Treasurer’s report was approved as shown on the attached copy.  President Lamb 
reported he received the letter from the Irene Weidman Trust Fund and he will be taking care of 
that. 
 
MEMBERSHIP:   
Daniel Mellinger was accepted as a Firefighter and Daniel King was accepted as a Firefighter on 
a 90 day probation giving us 66 members with 3 on probation. 
 
CHIEF’S REPORT: 
Chief Nolt reported 14 calls for September giving us 199 for the year.  Captain Fisher was 
thanked for his years of service and the Company wished him well in his relocation to Lebanon 
County.  It was announced that Paul Frymyer will fill Captain Fisher’s spot as Captain 3-13-2.  
Paul is also now assuming the duties of Training Officer from Captain Hursh.  The Company 
will once again be involved with the CV Firefighters Club.  All participating companies will be 
at the middle school on Thursday October 18th.  Our day will be April 13th 2008 and we will be 
doing vehicle rescue with Station 4-8.  The Tanker will be going to the Lancaster Airport 
tomorrow to assist with the President’s visit.  It was reported $1,665.21 was raised at Oregon 
Dairy which included $670 from the boot drive.  There will be a meeting at the Township 
Building on Tuesday October 30th for the fire companies to discuss funding issues.  Keith Allen 
has been in the hospital several times with some medical problems, we will send him flowers.  
Deputy Chief Stoltzfus reported the gas meter is back in service on the Engine.  Captain Frymyer 
went over upcoming training. 
 
ZONE & COUNTY: 
The next Zone Meeting is October 8th at Station 3-4. 
 
FIRE POLICE: 
The Fire Police will be assisting with numerous events this month.  The Traffic Unit will be 
assisting with the President’s visit tomorrow and also at the New Holland Parade tomorrow 
night.  There will be a Zone 3 Captain’s meeting here on Monday October 22nd. 
 
OLD BUSINESS: 
Deputy Chief Stoltzfus reported the Squad Committee met with Reading Equipment today to 
finalize the blue prints for the body.  The delivery date for the chassis has been pushed back to 
December so it may be January until we have it.  Captain Van Marter reported on the camcorder 
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he’s been checking into for the Engine.  It was his recommendation to the company that we 
purchase a Sony DCR SR42 Camcorder with a 30 gig hard drive.  This was a budgeted item not 
to exceed $500.  He will try to purchase a brand new one off EBay.  He will also be pursuing 
another grant from the Ephrata Wal-Mart either for Fire Safety Products or another AED.  We 
will have 36 donated smoke detectors for the open house coming from ABC 27 News in 
Harrisburg.  It was reported copy paper was received from Breneman Printing.  Also the house 
siren is still being repaired, we should hear something shortly.  The mistake on the new company 
stationary was corrected.  It was reported the date for the 2008 Company Auction will be 
Saturday March 29th. 
 
NEW BUSINESS: 
Paul Frymyer went over a list of upcoming events for the rest of this year and the beginning of 
2008 as shown on the attached copy.  There will be a breakfast with Santa here on Saturday 
December 1st.  We will also be trying a week long Santa Claus Tour from December 10th to 
December 14th where we will visit a different development in our first due every evening.  The 
Saturday Santa Claus Tour will still be held as well.  We would like to get our Holiday Fund 
Drive Mailing out at the end of November so it’s out at least two weeks before the tour.  Kurt 
Gehman was appointed as the nominating committee.
