The regular meeting of the West Earl Fire Company was called to order on November 6th 2007 at 
7:02 PM by President Bob Lamb.  The minutes from the previous meeting were approved as 
read.  The Treasurer’s report was approved as shown on the attached copy. 
 
MEMBERSHIP: 
Mike Frymyer was accepted on a 90 day probation as an Associate member and the probation of 
Paul Frymyer Sr. was extended an additional 30 days giving us 65 members with 4 on probation. 
 
CHIEF’S REPORT: 
Chief Nolt reported 23 calls for October and 4 so far for November giving us 226 for the year.  A 
report was given on the meeting held at the Township to discuss funding issues.  The money 
from the EMS tax was discussed and also the possibility of creating another fire council made up 
of representatives from both fire companies as well as the board of supervisors and public 
citizens.  Captain Frymyer reported on upcoming training, also Zone 3 training classes are posted 
on the board for the first part of 2008.  
 
ZONE & COUNTY: 
The next Zone meeting is November 12th at Station 3-5. 
 
FIRE POLICE: 
Three events were worked in October.  Everything went very well with the West Earl Halloween 
Parade.  
 
OLD BUSINESS: 
Captain Van Marter reported the house siren was repaired at a cost of $206.78 and is back in 
service.  However we are now having activation issues and we believe this is being caused by 
new equipment that county control has switched to.  The Sony camcorder is on the Engine, it 
was purchased off eBay for $448.  We were contacted by the office of Homeland Security for 
more information in regards to our AFG grant.  The amount of the grant has been reduced to 
$114,065 so if it is approved this is the amount we will be receiving.  We will see about getting 
prices from outside firms to do our fund drive mailings and bring them back to the next meeting.  
Captain Frymyer reported on the following upcoming events.  There will be a breakfast with 
Santa on December 1st from 7AM until 10 AM.  The date for the next spaghetti dinner has been 
changed to February 9th.  It was reported the chassis for the new squad will be in production by 
the end of November so it should be at Reading Equipment by the middle of December.  Two 
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new portables have been purchased for the squad and a mobile radio has been ordered.  Captain 
Van Marter felt the date picked for our 2008 sale may not work so after much discussion it was 
decided to check out other dates and we will finalize it at the next meeting.  President Lamb 
reported on information he received in regards to charging sales tax at company events 
depending on the number of events you have.  Tom Bashore reported on the updates he 
continues to make to the website, he has now added the meeting minutes and also a counter at 
the bottom of the page.  He has decided not to do the networking of the computers in the station 
because he feels it should be done by someone with a little bit more experience.  So we will 
contact Firefighter Thomas’s father to see if he would be interested in doing the networking for 
us.  
 
NEW BUSINESS: 
The Company banquet will be held on December 18th at Bird-In-Hand Restaurant.  President 
Lamb reported he sent a thank you letter to ABC27 News in Harrisburg thanking them for the 
smoke detectors we received.  Captain Van Marter reported there are sample mirrors in the 
Engine room for the Tanker.  Deputy Chief Stoltzfus mentioned about the vehicle accident 
Station 4-7 was involved in and reminded everyone to wear their seatbelts responding to and 
returning from calls.
