The regular meeting of the West Earl Fire Company was called to order on December 11th 2007 
at 7:05 PM by President Bob Lamb.  The minutes from the previous meeting were approved as 
read.  The Treasurer’s report was approved as shown on the attached copy.  It was reported that 
$5,500 has been received in the first week after our third fund drive mailing. 

 

MEMBERSHIP: 

David Lantz was accepted on 90 day probation as a Junior Firefighter.  Geary Southwick was 
accepted off probation as Fire Police.  The probation of Paul Frymyer Sr. was once again 
extended 30 days.  A letter was read from Keith Allen requesting his status be changed back to 
Fire Police from Firefighter which was approved.  This gives us 64 members with 4 on 
probation. 

 

CHIEF’S REPORT: 

Deputy Chief Stoltzfus reported 16 calls for November and 18 so far for December giving us 257 
for the year.  December has started out to be a busy month and everyone was thanked for their 
help at the working fire on Cocalico Creek Road as well as all the other incidents.  The Chief and 
Assistant Chief are attending a meeting tonight at Station 3-11 in regards to Dart Container.  
Everyone was reminded if you take a phone message for a member at the station please do not 
give out phone numbers.  The following appointed officers were announced for 2008: Captain 1 - 
Paul Frymyer, Captain 2 - Wilmer Oberholtzer, Captain 3 - Delmar Burkholder, Jr. Captain - D.J 
Beckner, Engineers - Jay Burkholder, Eli Shirk and Rick Haverstick.  Safety Officer - Wesley 
Martin.  PIO - Phil Hursh.  Fire Prevention Officer - Dave Stoltzfus.  Deputy Chief Stoltzfus will 
be our NIMS Officer.  Zone 3 training is posted. 

 

ZONE & COUNTY: 

The  Zone meeting was December 10th at Station 3-6. 

 

FIRE POLICE: 

We assisted with one event in Manheim Township and we’ll be assisting with one event in West 
Earl Township. 
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OLD BUSINESS: 

Captain Van Marter reported the camcorder has been mounted in the Engine and went over the 
operating instructions.  Mr. Steve Thomas was contacted in regards to becoming our computer 
administrator.  He’ll be working on getting the computers networked.  Captain Van Marter, Tom 
Bashore and Geary Southwick have also volunteered to assist him as needed.  It was approved to 
go with the Lanescan mirrors for the Tanker with a 6 inch spot.  These mirrors will be donated.  
It was decided April 5th 2008 will be the date for next year’s sale.  It was brought up that the 
Staples credit card should be signed out when needed.  It was approved by the company to have 
the card signed out and to be held by the President when not in use.  Captain Van Marter 
reported he will be sending $750 to the “City Of Charleston Firemen’s Fund” tomorrow.  
Information was presented from two companies in regards to doing our fund drive mailing.  It 
was approved to go with OCS for one year at a cost of $4,500 which will cover three mailings.  
A total of $390 was collected at the Santa Breakfast with the company and the auxiliary each 
showing a $70 profit.  Deputy Chief Stoltzfus reported the chassis for the new squad is in and the 
box should be at Reading Equipment by the end of this week.  Painting of the unit was discussed 
and a picture was shown of a squad from West Bradford Fire Company in Chester County.  The 
squad committee made the recommendation  that we paint our unit like the squad shown in the 
picture with the top twelve to eighteen inches in white and the rest of the body in our lime yellow 
with the dark green reflective stripping.  It was approved by the company to go with the paint 
scheme that was recommended.  It was reported by Sylvan Fisher that the West Earl Township 
Supervisors approved last evening to donate a 2001 Ford Explorer to the company in 2008.  It 
was reported that our AFG grant was approved for $114,065 for new air packs.  There will be 
two air pack demonstrations held here in January and February.  President Lamb reported he 
received an email from Tom Bashore advising we have been approved by Tech Soup to get 
discounted software.  

 

NEW BUSINESS:   

It was approved to change the date of the January 2008 business meeting to January 8th .  It was 
reported that the Auxiliary got a membership from Costco and they got an application for the 
company to apply for a revolving credit card.  It was approved by the company to apply for a 
Costco credit card.
