The regular meeting of the West Earl Fire Company was called to order on January 8th 2008 at 
19:23 Hours by President Phil Hursh. The minutes from the previous meeting were approved as 
read. The Treasurer’s report was approved as shown on the attached copy. 
 
MEMBERSHIP: 
Dan King was accepted as a Firefighter and Paul Frymyer Sr. was accepted as Fire Police giving 
us 66 members with 2 on probation. The status of Keith Rhinier was changed from Firefighter to 
Associate Member. 
 
CHIEF’S & LINE OFFICERS REPORT: 
Chief Nolt reported 31 calls for December giving us 269 for 2007. We have six calls so far for 
January. Everyone was thanked for all their help in 2007. The lady from the crash that we had 
January 1st on Rt.222 came to West Earl Police Department and wanted to thank everyone for all 
their help that day. The 2008 Line Officers Duties and Job Descriptions were reviewed. Captain 
Frymyer went over upcoming training to be held at Station 1-15 as well as Zone Training. Also 
Paul is now our NIMS Officer so see him with any questions regarding NIMS. It was reported 
over 8,000 Firefighters were trained at the county training center in 2007.  
 
ZONE & COUNTY: 
The next Zone meeting is January 14th at Station 3-9. 
  
FIRE POLICE: 
We assisted with 20 special events in 2007 which included 12 in West Earl Township, 4 in 
Manheim Township, 2 in Lititz Boro, 1 in Akron Boro and 1 in New Holland Boro for a total of 
177 hours on duty.  Total donations received for the year were $2,350. Fire Police Lieutenant for 
2008 is Don Kilheffer. 
 
OLD BUSINESS: 
It was reported a copy of our address list was sent to OCS. Also our 2007 PEMA grant for debt 
reduction should be $22,100. Deputy Chief Stoltzfus reported the chassis for the new squad is 
still in New Holland but it should be at Reading Equipment by the end of the week. The box is at 
Reading and will be mounted as soon as the chassis arrives. At this point we should have the unit 
in station by the end of February and it should be in service by the end of March. A letter was 
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received from the Township confirming the donation of the 2001 Ford Explorer to the company 
later this year. 
 
NEW BUSINESS: 
President Hursh went over all appointed committees for 2008 and their duties. Dave Stoltzfus 
reported the trustees are waiting to pick a chairman until Trustee Gehman gets back. He reported 
the cap on the roof was installed and the problem with the AC in the meeting room will be 
looked into by Ressler & Mateer.
