The regular meeting of the West Earl Fire Company was called to order on June 3rd 2008 at 
19:07 hours by President Phil Hursh.  The minutes from the previous meeting were approved as 
read.  The Treasurer’s report was approved as shown on the attached copy. 
 
MEMBERSHIP: 
 
Ben Stancavage and Dwayne Martin were accepted as Associate members.  Mike Frymyer was 
placed on 90 day probation for Fire Police giving us 70 members with 1 on probation. 
 
CHIEF’S & LINE OFFICERS REPORT: 
 
Chief Nolt reported 22 calls for May and 2 so far for June giving us 111 for the year.  He 
reported on the event that members attended at LGH.  Three out of the four patients involved in 
the crash on Rt. 222 last year were present.  Captain Frymyer went over upcoming training. 
 
ZONE & COUNTY: 
 
The next Zone meeting is June 9th at Station 3-14. 
 
FIRE POLICE: 
 
We will be assisting with several events this month.  The Traffic Unit will be going to Strasburg 
to assist with the LCFA Convention Parade.       
 
OLD BUSINESS: 
 
It was reported the Township Fire Services Committee did have their first meeting.  Also the 
debit cards from Bank of Lancaster County have been received. 
 
COMMITTEE REPORTS: 
 
Fund Drive: Captain Frymyer reported he has recorded a total of $22,343 as of tonight from 410 
returns.  The second mailing should go out by the end of July. 
Grants: No updates at this time.  
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Squad Report: The new Squad is now in service as Squad 1 and it has some equipment on it.  All 
issues were resolved at Reading Equipment.  The old Squad is now Squad 2 and it can be used to 
run any fire company errands.   
Chicken Barbecue:  900 halves were sold and 60 Dinners were left over. 
IT Report: All of the new software is in.  We paid $42 for all of the software with the total value 
being $1,436.Microsoft Office 2007 is installed and working on all 3 computers.  All other 
software is in the process of being installed.  It was requested that no one download anything on 
any of the computers without checking first.  Also please log off when you’re finished. 
Yard Sale: It was reported $320 was made on rental of 32 stands.  This sale was not as good as 
the one held last year. 
Trustees: If you take the pressure washer home please make sure it’s filled with gas when you 
bring it back.  The damage to the roof on the building from the Traffic Unit will be turned into 
the insurance company.  Rug Beaters were here and did the carpet and floor.  The work detail for 
the shed will be rescheduled. 
 
NEW BUSINESS: 
 
We received a letter from the Matthew 25 Thrift Shop in Lititz explaining that they pick 
volunteer organizations to make donations to.  Enclosed was a check for $500.  There have been 
some questions on our 501C3 tax exempt status in regards to charging sales tax at events.  
President Hursh checked into this and it is not necessary to charge sales tax for the amount of 
events that we do.  Captain Frymyer advised changes have been made to the rear compartment of 
the Engine on the officers side.
